Required Documents for Delivery
Paperwork must be in this exact order for each vehicle:


-Original title (for vehicle) or bill of sale (for high/heavy units)

-Two (2) copies of the dock receipt


-One (1) copy of the original title (front and back) or bill of sale


-One (1) copy of the dock receipt


-One (1) copy of the original title (front and back) or bill of sale

*Any original documents accompanying the original Title or Bill of Sale must have a copy behind each copy of the Title/Bill of Sale.
If anything is crossed out on the Title (or Bill of Sale), a notarized Affidavit of Correction must follow. If a Title (or Bill of Sale) is submitted to U.S. Customs without the notarized Affidavit of Correction, Customs will stamp the Title (or Bill of Sale) “Denied” and a new one will have to be issued.
Bill of Sale or Invoice (for high/heavy units)
· Bill of sale needs to be an original notarized Bill of Sale.

· Bill of Sale and Dock Receipt must have the year/make of the unit.

· This Clause must be on the Bill of Sale:

Pursuant to Part 19 CFR Part 192.2 (b) (3) (iv), I (name of owner) of (name of company) hereby certify that the procurement of this unit was a bona fide transaction, and that the unit presented for export is not stolen. 

· It must be signed by the owner.

· If this is not on the Bill of Sale, a letter must be with the Bill of Sale on the owner’s letter head stating this clause. (Letter must have the Serial Number of the unit on it.)
A TWIC card is required for all deliveries to Blount Island Marine Terminal. If you do not have a TWIC card, the terminal will provide you with an escort for a small fee.
